Our Upcoming Primary Election

Did you know that our next election in August will be the most important
election for local offices in Flagler County?

Primary elections typically have a lower turnout, despite the fact that every voter may cast a
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ballot in these elections. Primary elections are important!

All voters, regardless of political party affiliation are eligible to vote for m
nonpartisan contests. Nonpartisan contests include School Board

members, and City of Palm Coast Mayor and Council Members.

These races are SO important, and several of these nonpartisan races

could be decided in the Primary. Even if you do not declare a party /
affiliation, you may still vote for the nonpartisan races.

Primary elections are also important for partisan offices. These offices include US Senate, US
Representative, State Senate, State Representative, Sheriff, and County Commissioners. If a
candidate does not win the Primary, they will not appear on the ballot in November. Florida is a
CLOSED PRIMARY state, which means in order to vote in a partisan primary election, you must
be a registered voter in the party (either Democrat or Republican) for which the primary is being
held. This is why it is important to indicate your preferred party affiliation at the time you register.
If you leave the field blank on the registration form, you will be registered without party affiliation.

Vote By Mail Information:

Any registered and eligible voter may choose to Vote-By-Mail. The deadline to request a Vote-By-
Mail ballot is August 8, 2024, at 5:00 p.m. Vote-by-Mail ballots must be received in the Elections
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Office no later than 7:00 p.m. on Election Day, August 20, 2024. Voters may place a request for a
mail ballot by phone, (386) 313-4170 or online: Request a mail ballot.

The amendments listed with HJR in the Sponsor column (No. 1, No. 2, No. 5, and No. 6) were
created and added to the ballot through a House Joint Resolution by the Florida Legislature. This
is the only method the Legislature may propose changes to the state Constitution.

In Florida, the people also have a right to propose amendments to the Florida Constitution
through an initiative petition process. In addition to other requirements, this process requires
petitions to be signed by registered Florida voters before the proposed amendment can appear
on the ballot. In order to get a proposed amendment by initiative on the 2024 General Election
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ballot, a petition must be signed by 891,523 voters and the signatures must come from a number
of electors in each of one-half of the congressional districts of the state, and of the state as a
whole, equal to eight percent of the votes cast in each of such districts respectively and in the
state as a whole in the last preceding election in which presidential electors were chosen.
Proposed Constitutional Amendments No. 2 and No. 4 are citizens initiatives which made ballot
position for the 2024 General Election.

CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE DESIGNATION

Our nation’s elections were designated as critical infrastructure by the Department of Homeland
Security in January 2017. This important designation allows local election officials many free
resources, including access to the latest cybersecurity intelligence information from the DHS. The
Flagler County Elections Office has developed a strong partnership with the DHS to improve our
cyber and physical security protections.

NETWORK SECURITY IMPROVEMENTS SINCE 2015:

Recently, we have established a backup connection to the state Voter Registration System
(FVRS). We have also installed RFID (badge cards) for auditable access controls to sensitive
areas in the office and plan to complete our implementation of the CIS (Center for Internet
Security) controls.
